With reference to the subject cited it is to inform that Industrial training has been introduced  at 5th semester  level for  certain diploma courses as part of  C-09 curriculum. 

Subsequently as per the Board resolution 1st cited under reference, it is decided to swap the Industrial Training during 5th and 6th semesters to keep available  continuous slot for training   throughout  the year in the industries.

As recommended by the committee vide minutes 2nd cited, nearly 50% of the students of respective branches are allotted to  undergo industrial training during 5th semester and the remaining   students  in 6th semester and the same is communicated to the concerned Principlas of Polytechnics vide letter 3rd cited.

The schedule for Industrial Training for 2011-12 (2009-10 Batch) is as follows :

In this context,  it is to state that a candidate is eligible to attend  5th semester Industrial training provided he/she  puts the required percentage of attendance in the 4th semester and pays the examination fee. A candidate, who could not pay the 4th semester examination fee but eligible for promotion to 5th semester has to pay the promotion fee, as prescribed by State Board of Technical Education and Training from time to time, before commencement of industrial training. 

Hence the Principals of all Polytechnics are requested to collect the promotion fee of Rs.500/ from the candidates who did not pay the examination fee in the 4th semester and  attending industrial training from 16-05-2011.
